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Arthur Sugas Project Group
This working group prepares the unveiling of a bronze tablet for the American soldier Arthur Sugas, who was killed in action during the Second World War. This 24-years-old air force pilot died as his plane crashed over Wolder on August 17, 1943.  In collaboration with other Wolder Associations this event will take place on Friday night, September 16, at 7:00 pm at Monseigneur Vranckenplein (upstairs). Stichting Hell on Wheels (Hell on Wheels Foundation) has taken the initiative in offering a Purple Heart  tablet as a gesture of honour for American soldiers who died individually in South Limburg. On this occasion, Stichting Heemkunde Van Wilre tot Wolder (Local Heritage Foundation) will also publish a memorial booklet. The programme will soon be available at our website.

Arthur Sugas, killed in action in Wolder
In August 1943, an American Thunderbolt which had been attacked by a German fighter crashed behind the Leonidas sports fields, the pilot being killed in the crash. On Friday 16 September, 7:00 pm, in the presence of councilman Jean Jacobs, eye witnesses Servatius Aarts, Reng Bastiaans, Johan Groeneweg and Theo Hogenboom will unveil a tablet to honour Arthur Sugas.

Father Van der Aart will consecrate the tablet. Both local brass bands will add lustre to this special event. The tablet will be fixed on the church wall in front of the pastorate. Everybody is welcome to join this special event.
